
 Most of you have probably 

heard the popular quote “IF 

YOU BUILD IT, THEY WILL 

COME.” from the movie Field 

of Dreams.  After five years of 

hard work, that message has 

come to fruition in Blanchard, 

Haiti. 

 

In the clinic, PID saw 900 

patients in FIVE days this 

April!  Yes, 900 patients in 

five days, which works out to 

be about 180 people a day.   

 

The medical team included 

our first US doctor,  Dr. 

Tamara New, a pediatrician 

from Atlanta, Georgia;  Cathy 

Hamlin, a nurse from New 

York;  Gale Hull, who is 

trained in third world medi-

cine;  and Benite Joseph, 

PID’s local clinic administra-

tor and RN.  Our Haitian staff 

included Gretchen Boisrond, 

lab assistant, and Esther 

Zamy, our pharmacist.  Other 

US and Haitian team mem-

bers helped with scheduling 

and coordination of all 900 

patients.   

 

The week had many other 

“firsts” for the clinic. It was 

the first time we had a labo-

ratory with a microscope 

available, allowing for PID to

Haiti clinic serves 900 patients in 5 days 

Partners In Development is 

thrilled to announce we are 

bringing our community 

transformation model to a 

new village in Guatemala.  

PID received a very generous 

donation for the expansion. 
 

Under PID’s strategic plan, 

our mission is to bring our 

community transformation 

model to a new area every 

three to five years.  Based on 

statistical results from our 

current model, after three to 

five years, a village is in a sus-

tainable position so PID is 

able to move to help new 

communities while our pro-

grams continue to support 

themselves in their current 

locations. 
 

PID has determined that the 

next village we work in will 

be Laborel-Desierto  

(commonly referred to as 

Desierto).  Desierto is in 

close proximity to Village 

Concepcion, where we run 

our current programs in Gua-

temala.  This location is im-

portant because they will be 

able to share resources (use 

Introducing, Desierto!

together hundreds of people 

from the North Shore that 

walk to support their favorite 

charity.  Walkers follow a 5-

mile course along Gloucester’s 

scenic coast. 
 

In addition to her own suc-

cess, Coose inspired a fellow 

PID supporter to organize his 

own walk-a-thon for Partners 

In Development.  John Tarpey, 

of Carver, Massachusetts, read 

about Beverly in the PID Post 

and organized his PID benefit 

walk to coincide with the 

Gloucester Pride Stride on 

Sunday, April 26th.  Tarpey, 

who is 81, spent countless 

hours this winter preparing 

for his walk to support Part-

ners In Development.  At his 

event, Tarpey organized 25 

people to walk along the Cape 

Cod Rail Trail and raised over 

$3,300 – enough to build an 

entire house with PID for a 

family living in squalor condi-

tions. 
 

John’s event went off without 

a hitch as many hands pitched 

in to make it a success.  Sulli-

van Brothers Toyota of King-

ston was on hand with a shut-

tle service and an endless sup-

ply of water for walkers.  Ellen 

Tarpey, John’s wife, headed up 

the registration table and got 

walkers on their way.  On the 

course, many members of the 

Rock Village Church in Mid-

dleboro hit the trail to walk 

for PID including Pastor Brian 

Cook.  Jeanne Thayer, a Rock 

Village Church parishioner, 

put her heart into the event 

and raised $700 in pledges.  

On the day of the walk, 

friends also helped friends, as 

Eric Priestly pushed his friend 

Bill Kelly in a wheel-chair for 

the entire 7-mile stretch. 
 

This kind of energy and enthu-

siasm is what makes Partners 

In Development such a great 

organization - Beverly Coose 

and John Tarpey are out-

standing examples of the kind 

of community spirit that is 

changing lives in the develop-

ing world.

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At age 75, Beverly Coose 

laced up for a five-mile walk-a-

thon on April 26th.  Coose, of 

Essex, Massachusetts, has par-

ticipated in the Gloucester 

Pride Stride on behalf of Part-

ners In Development (PID) for 

seven consecutive years. 
 

In honor of her 75th birthday 

and what she calls her “final 

walk-a-thon”, Coose wanted 

to go out with a bang.  True 

to her word, she raised over 

$2,300 in pledges that will 

support PID’s programs in 

Haiti and Guatemala that 

serve the extreme poor.  Her 

$2,300 in pledges is equivalent 

to sending 7 children to 

school with PID, or providing 

23 micro loans in Haiti and 

Guatemala or providing medi-

cal care for 84 families at PID’s 

medical clinics.  Not too 

shabby for a 75th birthday gift! 
 

Not only did Coose shine for 

PID, but she took second 

place as a fundraiser among all 

of the walkers at the Glouces-

ter Pride Stride.  She was hon-

ored on June 8th at their 

awards presentation.  The 

Gloucester Pride Stride brings 

If 2010 is anything like this 

year, we expect that we will 

have a wonderfully diverse 

group of people joining us on 

trips to Haiti and Guatemala.

conduct parasite testing for the first time 

in Haiti.  We were able to screen urine, 

pregnancy, h-pylori, hemoglobin, hepatitis 

and malaria in the lab. 

 

It was also the first time the clinic had 

electricity in every room.  This allowed 

for the luxury of working fans and lights 

for reading files.  The team was able to 

keep medical files on the computer and 

print out medical forms.   

 

We officially kicked-off a prenatal program 

on this April trip equipped with a Doppler 

to monitor fetal heartbeats.  Approxi-

mately 30 mothers-to-be joined the pro-

gram.  The majority of the women had 

chronic anemia from having so little to eat.  

PID provided prenatal vitamins, iron for 

anemia and will continue with follow-up 

appointments with all the women 

throughout their pregnancies. 

 

We also distributed $6,500 worth of 

medicine on the trip.  This included over 

27,000 vitamins, antibiotics, diabetic medi-

cation, high blood pressure medication, 

respiratory treatments, cough medicine 

and skin creams for infections.  Addition-

ally, 50 pairs of glasses were distributed 

and  a number of emergency surgeries 

were provided.   

 

In June, another PID team returned to the 

clinic bringing a number of medical stu-

dents from UMass Dartmouth.  When 

Partners In Development is not there with 

teams, the clinic is open for appointments 

three days a week.  Patients are seen by 

PID’s nurse, Benite Joseph, who also has 

pharmacist Esther Zamy working with her.  

Zamy is a woman who was in PID’s spon-

sorship program as a child and received 

pharmacy training with grant money from 

PID.  Our next step is to hire and train a 

lab technician and add a doctor from Haiti 

to work at least one day a week in the 

clinic. 

 

The clinic itself has three exams rooms, a 

laboratory, a triage nurses station, a re-

ceiving area, a kitchen that is used for the 

child sponsorship feeding program and to 

teach nutritional cooking classes, and two 

additional rooms.  The septic system still 

needs to be finished (right now we have 

outhouses on hand) and teams traveling 

with us this July will be digging the septic 

for indoor plumbing.  We are also con-

tinuing the finishing work in some rooms 

by adding tile to the floor and windows 

for security.   

 

PID is also applying for our official clinic 

license from the Haitian government.  This 

will give us access to free vaccines and 

birth control that is donated to Haiti.  We 

have partnered with a doctor from Haiti 

who is assisting us with this process. 
 

It is hard to put into words how grateful 

we are to the many special supporters 

that have made this medical clinic possible.  

Because of your hard work, we built it and 

now they come.  We estimate that over 

2000 different patients will receive medical 

care at our medical clinic in Haiti this year.  

The clinic is changing lives and allowing 

the community to be healthy and produc-

tive.  A huge thanks goes out to all of you.

the clinic PID already has, use the same construction crew, have the same 

social worker and field directors work with the new village). 
 

We have conducted preliminary interviews in the village of Desierto and 

it is in great need of our programs.  It is home to approximately 2,000 

people who are considered the extreme poor by the United Nations 

(living on less than $1.25US a day).  The majority of children stop attend-

ing school in the fourth grade, if they attend at all, so they can start work-

ing to help support their families.  Most families have one parent that 

provides a meager income in the labor industry.  All families in the village 

do not have credit history or collateral to qualify for a traditional bank 

loan to start their own businesses.  The village is a sea of rusty tin shacks 

that have dirt floors, leaking roofs, no electricity and are without any type 

of latrine.  There are no medical services in Desierto and families there 

cannot afford to travel to nearby cities for a clinic visit.  The Village uses 

the local river as a means to bathe, do laundry, go to the bathroom, and 

wash dishes, resulting parasites and bacterial infections in epidemic pro-

portions. 
 

With PID’s community transformation model in Desierto, 12 children will 

attend school, 20 new businesses will open, 4 new homes will be built, 

2,000 people will have access to clean drinking water, over 1,500 people 

will receive basic health care and there will be a staff in place to support 

these services. 
 

Currently, PID’s Field Directors in Guatemala are meeting with the village 

elders to make collaborative decisions on setting up the model in 

Desierto.  As a whole, the community of Desierto is thrilled with the 

news of PID’s arrival!  You can be sure you will be hearing more about 

the new community transformation as we begin our work there.
